 -15 (34.93%) FA Captains were selected above the zone.  Army wide 155 officers (38.2%) were selected above the zone.  Of the 15 officers selected, 7 had selected SELECON and were selected during their 3rd and 4th look for Major.  
 -20 (12%) FA Captains were selected below the zone.  Army wide 122 (6.8%) were selected below the zone.                                                   
 -127 (94.1%) FA Captains were selected primary zone.  Army wide 1353 officers (93.8%) were selected in the primary zone.  Of the 127 officers selected in the primary zone 21 (16.5%) career field designated out if OPCF 13.  Of the 15 officers selected above the zone, 1 (1%) career field designated out of OPCF 13.  
 -8 FA Captains were not selected on their first look to Major.                    
 -4 FA Captains were offered SELECON.                                                   
 
 Additional Analysis:
 -  85% of selectees commanded in FORSCOM units, 7.9%  commanded in TRADOC, and 7.1% commanded in both.
 -  Average command time was 19 months

 -  37% of selectees had at least 1 COM command report

 -  COM command reports followed by ACOM reports following command increases your chances of being selected, but does not insure selection.
