Bottom Line:  31 MI officers were selected for promotion to COL.  The board was required to select at least 31 MI officers, more than doubling the FY02 COL promotion board MI requirement of 14.  Needs of the Army account for this increase – current MI COL authorizations exceed the current MI COL inventory.  The key to promotion remains successful CSL battalion command.
· PZ – 26 of 44 MI Officers (59%) were selected.  The Army Competitive Category PZ selection rate for the Operations Career Field was 53% 

· AZ – 5 of 36 MI Officers (13.9%) were selected.  The Army Competitive Category AZ selection rate for the Operations Career Field was 3.9%

· BZ – 0 of 88 MI Officers (0%) were selected.  The Army Competitive Category BZ selection rate for the Operations Career Field was 3.2%

MI Branch PZ Selection Statistics

· 19 of 26 (73%) PZ selectees commanded CSL battalions; 7 of 26 (27%) did not.

· 19 of 21 (91%) former CSL Bn Cdrs considered in the PZ were selected.

· 3 commanded Tactical CSL Bns.

· 8 commanded TSS CSL Bns.

· 5 commanded Recruiting Bns.

· 3 commanded Garrisons or Base Support Bns.

· Of the 19 PZ selectees who commanded CSL Bns:

· 10 of 19 (53%) received all ACOM OERs while in command.

· 1 of 19 (5%) received all COM OERs while in command.

· 8 of 19 (42%) received a mix of COM and ACOM OERs while in command. 
· 2 of 2 (100%) PZ female officers who commanded CSL Bns were selected.
· 5 of 6 (83%) PZ minority officers who commanded CSL Bns were selected.
· 5 of 26 (19%) PZ selectees are minority officers.
· 4 of 26 (15%) PZ selectees are female officers.

MI Branch PZ Non-Selection Statistics
· 2 of 18 (11%) non-selects commanded CSL battalions; 16 of 18 (89%) did not.

· 2 of 2 (100%) non-selects who commanded CSL Bns received all COMs while in command

· 2 of 2 (100%) non-selects who commanded CSL Bns commanded Tactical CSL Bns
· 9 of 18 (50%) non-selects are minority officers.
· 1 of 18 (6%) non-selects is a female officer.
