2.  The Olmsted Scholarship Program provides captains up to two years of graduate study at a foreign university in order to accomplish the following three objectives.

    a.  Provide graduate schooling for individuals with outstanding academic ability in foreign language.

    b.  Develop a nucleus of outstanding officers in each service who are thoroughly knowledgeable with the language, culture, and geography of key countries through extended and intense contact with the country and its people.

    c.  Further improve the image of Americans living abroad by assigning outstanding officers and their families to represent our nation’s government.

3.  In addition to the two years of study at a host nation’s university, Olmsted scholars may attend a university in the United States for the purpose of obtaining a Master’s Degree pending Career Branch approval.  Officers must be eligible IAW  AR 621-1 (Training of Military Personnel at Civilian Institutions).

4.  Competition is open to eligible captains with three to 11 years of Active Federal Commissioned Service (AFCS).

5.  The Olmsted Foundation selects at least three Army officers each year.

6.  Prior to attending foreign university, scholars receive six to 12 months of study at the Defense Language Institute (DLI), depending on language.

FISCAL YEAR 2005 OLMSTED SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

    Annually, the United States Army Human Resources Command (HRC) Olmsted Scholarship Selection Board convenes to select approximately seven Army captains, who will represent the Army at the Olmsted Foundation's Board of Directors Selection Board.  The HRC board will convene on 16 November 2004, and the Olmsted Foundation Board will make the final selection of scholars in April 2005.  Applicants will be notified as soon as each of the board results are released.  In the past three to five Army officers have been selected annually, but the Olmsted Foundation and HRC are willing to increase this number if the pool of qualified applicants merits an increase.

    The military leaders of the United States come into contact with citizens and military leaders of many nations as a consequence of the leadership role the United States has assumed in the world today.  Relationships between nations require a unique consideration of many political, economic, and military factors.  It is not enough to know one’s own strengths, weaknesses, and general characteristics.  The solution to difficulties that arise between nations requires a knowledge and depth of understanding of the particular nations involved.  The theme for the Olmsted Scholarship Program might as well be “Know Your Neighbor.”  The purpose of creating the Olmsted Scholarship Program is the conviction that the greatest leaders must be broadly educated.

    The Olmsted Scholarship Program encompasses the vision of military officers and their families immersing themselves in a foreign culture of choice while the officer studies in a foreign language in a field of his/her choice.  The scholar is expected to become familiar with the institutions, characteristics, customs and people of the host nation.  They are expected to travel extensively and acquire a familiarity with the host country.  Scholars have formed warm and enduring friendships with natives of the host country.  Many Scholars are able to earn a foreign master's degree or its U.S. equivalent upon completion of their two years overseas.  However, if they do not earn a degree, the Olmsted Foundation offers a modest grant for an additional year of education at an American university.  Officers may elect to do this with the permission of their assignment officer.

    Eligible captains must meet the following eligibility criteria:  be an Active Component captain in a combat arms or combat support arms career field; have the potential for future military service; have a minimum of three active federal commissioned service years, but not more than 11 by 30 April 2005; have a minimum graduate record examination score of 500 verbal and 500 quantitative; have a minimum undergraduate grade point average of 3.0; meet Army height and weight requirements; be branch qualified; have a minimum defense language aptitude battery score of 85; must not be competing for any other Army-sponsored program, fellowship, or scholarship; complete any Army Educational Requirements System (AERS) utilization obligation prior to 1 June 2005; must be able to complete full scholarship; and not be pending any adverse actions.

    Eligible captains interested in an Olmsted Scholarship must submit the following to their career assignment officer, HRC, prior to 22 October 2004: a DA Form 4187 with the following information:  mailing address, email address, work telephone number and the statement "I request permission to compete for the Olmsted Scholarship Program".  The DA Form 4187 must be signed & approved by your immediate field grade supervisor.  Also include your signed active duty service obligation (ADSO) statement.
