Extension Beyond Mandatory Retirement Date (MRD) and Retiree Recall (RR)

How do I know if I need to do an MRD or RR?   Officers who desire to remain on Active Duty beyond the limit of service for either Age or Service time must initiate an MRD or RR action.  
What are the time limits for Age and Service?

MAXIMUM AGE


RA Officers=62 years


USAR Officers= 60 years

MAXIMUM SERVICE


RA Officers (COL) = 30 years AFCS
USAR Officers = 20 years AFS

RA Officers (LTC) = 28 years AFCS


RA Officers (MAJ) = 20 years AFCS

*AFCS=Active Federal Commissioned Service

*AFS=Active Federal Service

How do I know which action I should initiate?   USAR Officers require an Extension Beyond Mandatory Retirement Date (MRD) for either Maximum Age or Service.  RA Officers require an Extension Beyond Mandatory Retirement Date (MRD) for Maximum Age and a Retiree Recall if they have exceeded the maximum service.
Who is the approval authority for this action?  Assistant Secretary of the Army for Manpower and Reserve Affairs (ASA/M&RA)

How long does this action take to process through the system?  The average time to complete this action after it is received at HRC-Alexandria, MC Branch is 6-9 months.  Officers are strongly encouraged to apply a minimum of 12 months prior to their release date.  
What is required for me to initiate this action?  There are four items that must be received at MC Branch before your action can be processed.  

1- Memorandum from the officer to HRC-Alexandria, MC Branch (AHRC-OPH-MC).  Include requested through date of extension (no greater than 4 years) and justification for the request.
2- Supporting memorandum from officer’s Chain of Command that validates and/or enhances the request.  
3- Supporting memorandum from the specialty Consultant.

4- Current DA Photo: Hard copy is required at MC Branch.
