SUBJECT:  PERSTEMPO Event Determination

2.  In response to a request for clarification on how to determine what counts as a PERSTEMPO creditable event the following information is provided.  For training that begins in one day and ends in the next (e.g., starts 2300 – ends 0400):

     a.  if the soldiers involved are giving compensatory time-off equal to or greater to the time spent training at their residence and 

     b.  the compensatory time occurs after the event and before having to report back to duty the duty does not count as a PERSTEMPO creditable event.  This includes reverse cycle training and shift work that may last for several consecutive days.  If soldiers are not given these rest periods, the event must be entered into the PERSTEMPO web application.  Reference d. will be modified to include this clarification.
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
