2. The Army’s PERSTEMPO database was created to collect deployment data starting 1 October 2001.  However, there is still some critical information missing from the database that was not fully captured when the system was implemented, specifically the association between UICs and permanent Army Human Resource Identifiers (AHRI).  In order to conduct accurate Army-wide deployment analysis your assistance is required to complete those associations.

3. Request your PERSTEMPO POCs enter the appropriate UICs in the third column of the attached spreadsheet (sent electronically) and return to PM SIDPERS (Mr. Dick Markle, (703)-806-3089,  richard.markle@peostamis.belvoir.army.mil) by 15 March 2001. The file is sorted by AHRI to allow for easier identification of your units.  PM SIDPERS will then load that UIC/AHRI information into the PERSTEMPO database. 


4. The DCSPER memo (reference 1.f.) contains a 1 April 2001 suspense requiring all units that are identified by a UIC ending in ‘AA’ to register at least one permanent AHRI.  Additionally, the memo directs that reporting units must also designate at least one assigned person as a PERSTEMPO clerk by 1 April 2001.  It is not necessary to designate a PERSTEMPO clerk within each ‘AA’ level unit if it is more practical to designate a clerk at a higher or supporting organizational level, normally the SIDPERS or Personnel Processing Activity level.  This registration of a PERSTEMPO clerk should be initiated NLT 15 March 2001 so the process is finalized by 1 April 2001.
