1. Reference Transition Center (TC) Newsletter 02-06 (20Mar02).  The TRICARE transitional health care demonstration project HAS BEEN APPROVED.  Notice is in the Federal Register (Vol 67, No.113) dated 12 Jun 02.  The demonstration project applies to all covered health care services provided to dependents of service members who are involuntarily separated from the armed forces on or after January 1, 2002.  Implementing guidance will be provided by Office of Secretary of Defense (OSD). Guidance is expected to be released on their web site at www.tricare.osd.mil in two to three weeks.  Please watch the web site for specifics. 
 2. RECALLED RETIREES.  A few retired soldiers have been recalled to active duty after September 11.  When they come to the end of their active duty period they are transitioned back to retired reserve status.  They receive a DD Form 214, unless they are found unqualified upon reporting to the mob station.  These soldiers will receive a DD Form 220 (Active Duty Report) in accordance with AR 635-5, paragraph 2-1a(4). Order Format 620, "Released from Active Duty (REFRAD) and revision to retired status" (AR 600-8-105) will be issued. The correct Separation Program Designator (SPD) code is "VBK" and a Standard Installation/Division Personnel System (SIDPERS)-3 transition transaction is required/input.  SIDPERS-3 path is Hot Keys A,U,T.  After acceptance of the SSN on the first screen, select "Transition Type" 'TG'-Revert to Retired List.  This is the last choice on the drop down menu.  (Do not select 'TF'-Re-Retirement.)  This logically leads the user to select "Transition Reason" 'BK'-Completion of Required Active Svc, which is the only choice for this input field when ‘TG’ is selected.  Next, the only "Military Separation Type" code choice will be 'V'. Next, the only "Military Separation Reason" code choice will be 'BK'.  Transition Centers (or Personnel Accounting Systems (PASs) must input the transition transaction the first work day following the last day the soldier serves on active duty.  The event day is the day following the last day of active duty.  Transition Centers and PASs, please share this info with each other.  (Point of Contact: Mr. Brian Fowler, DSN: 221-9006, Commercial: (703) 325-9006, email brian.fowler@hoffman.army.mil.)
