SUBJECT:  DELEGATION OF SILVER STAR AWARD APPROVAL AUTHORITY
A.  AR 600-8-22, MILITARY AWARDS, DATED 25 FEB 95.
1.  THE SECRETARY OF THE ARMY HAS DELEGATED TO THE COMMANDER, COMBINED JOINT TASK FORCE -7 (CJTF-7) AUTHORITY TO AWARD WARTIME DECORATIONS (SILVER STAR AND BELOW) TO U.S. ARMY PERSONNEL ASSIGNED, ATTACHED OR OPCON TO HIS COMMAND.  THE AUTHORITY TO AWARD THE SILVER STAR WILL NOT BE FURTHER DELEGATED; AND WILL TERMINATE UPON INCUMBENT’S RELINQUISHMENT OF COMMAND.  AUTHORITY TO AWARD THE BRONZE STAR MEDAL CAN BE DELEGATED TO MAJOR GENERAL COMMANDERS.
2.  RECOMMENDATIONS FOR AWARD OF THE MEDAL OF HONOR, DISTINGUISHED SERVICE CROSS, DISTINGUISHED SERVICE MEDAL, AND LEGION OF MERIT WILL BE FORWARDED TO HQDA FOR CONSIDERATION BY THE ARMY DECORATIONS BOARDS.
 
3.  THE MERITORIOUS SERVICE MEDAL AND ARMY ACHIEVEMENT MEDAL ARE PEACETIME AWARDS AND WILL NOT BE AWARDED FOR SERVICE IN THE THEATER OF OPERATIONS.
4.  AWARDS PRESENTED IN RECOGNITION OF SERVICE FOR VALOR AND ACHIEVEMENT MUST BE ACCURATELY RECORDED SO THAT DATA MAY BE CAPTURED FOR HISTORICAL AND POLICY EVALUATION PURPOSES.   INSTRUCTIONS ON THE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS WILL BE PROVIDED IN A FORTHCOMING MESSAGE.
