Award of Overseas Tour Credit for Deployment to Southern and Southwest Asia (SWA) 
1.  Purpose.  To provide information in regards to award of overseas tour credit for soldiers deployed to Southern and Southwest Asia (SWA).
2.  Facts.
     a. The criteria for award of overseas tour credit is outlined in AR 614-30, Overseas Service, Table 3-3.
    b. Additional guidance is outlined in Rules of Engagement (ROE):  Assignment, Stabilization, Deployment, & Tour Credit for Officers Deployed Overseas, dated 26 Jul 2002.  
c. AR 614-30, Table 3-3, rules 5, 7, and 11, apply for award of overseas short-tour credit to soldiers deployed to Southern and Southwest Asia.  These rules are outlined as follows:
 1)  Rule 5 – a minimum of 11 cumulative months in a TCS/TDY status during any 24 month period in areas where the “all-others” tour length is designated as 12 to 18 months, or in isolated areas where tour lengths have not been established by DOD.
 2)   Rule 7 – 9 months in a continuous TCS/TDY status in areas where the “all-others” tour length is up to 18 months, or in isolated areas where tour lengths have not been established.
     3)  Rule 11 – in unit TDY and completes 1 or more OCONUS deployments with a minimum of 11 cumulative months in a TCS/TDY status with the unit within 36 consecutive months.

3. Calculating overseas service.  IAW AR 600-8-104, Table 5-2, Item 5, in computing length of overseas service, 15 days or more will be credited as a full month.  Also, in computing service computations all months are counted as 30 days.  Example:  
2002-10-31 (Date returned from TDY/TCS); minus 2002-02-15 (Date departed on TDY/TCS), equals 0-year, 8-months, 17-days.  Period of deployment:  9 months (15 days or more will be credited as a full month).
