ARMY CONGRESSIONAL FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM - 2006
   Headquarters, Department of the Army (HQDA) announces the Fiscal Year 2006 (FY06) Army Congressional Fellowship Program (ACFP).  This program is designed to educate and train selected Army officers and civilians in congressional activities, emphasizing those matters regarding the Department of Defense.  The FY06 ACFP supersedes all previous congressional fellowship programs.  It will begin August 2005 and end at the conclusion of the Second Session of the 110th Congress (approximately Oct/Nov 2006).  Selected officers and civilians begin the fellowship with a HQDA orientation from August 2005 until December 2005.  Military fellows will be temporarily assigned to the Army Secretariat or Staff in support of the legislative affairs function.  Civilian fellows remain in their current position if it is in the geographic area.  All fellows participate in the orientation, which includes a variety of meetings and seminars, educational readings, and attendance at the one-week Force Integration Course.  After the HQDA orientation, fellows complete a classroom phase with the institution or foundation chosen as the FY06 ACFP sponsor.  Fellows will then serve as staff assistants to Members of Congress.  Fellows are typically given responsibility for drafting legislation, arranging congressional hearings, writing speeches and floor statements, and briefing Members for committee deliberations and floor debate.  Military fellows incur an active duty service obligation of not less than three times the length of the fellowship (IAW Army Regulation 350-100, paragraph 2-8(b)).  Civilian fellows also incur a service obligation (IAW Title 5, United States Code, Section 410.309 and Section 4108).  Immediately following the fellowship, military officers will be assigned to a position requiring expert knowledge of the operations of Congress for a two-year utilization.  Civilian fellows return to their position held prior to participating in the ACFP.  If you have any questions regarding the program refer to the Office, Chief Legislative Liaison web site at http://www.hqda.army.mil/ocll or to AR 1-202, Army Congressional Fellowship Program. 

    The Army Selection Board will convene on 19, 20, 21 October 2004 to select fellows.  Commanders and supervisors are encouraged to submit their top candidates for this prestigious opportunity.  Interested individuals should follow the appropriate application guidance from their respective proponent below: 

    Active Component (AC).  Eligible nominees must:  hold the rank of major or lieutenant colonel; have accrued Active Federal Commissioned Service of not more than 17 years, as of 1 January 2005; be a Command and Staff College (CSC) graduate; be branch qualified at current rank; have no adverse actions pending; meet Army height and weight requirements; not owe an Army Educational Requirements System (AERS) utilization obligation or will complete obligation by August 2005; be able to complete full fellowship and an immediate two year utilization obligation; have potential for future military service; and not be competing for any other fellowship, scholarship or program.  Eligible Active Component majors and lieutenant colonels must request permission to compete by submitting the following to their career assignment officer, U.S. Army Human Resources Command (HRC) prior to 17 September 2004: a DA Form 4187 with the following information: mailing address, email address, work telephone number, and the statement "I request permission to compete for the ACFP".  The DA Form 4187 must be signed & approved by your immediate field grade supervisor, also include your signed active duty service obligation (ADSO) statement.  A congratulatory statement, with further instructions on what to submit for the selection board packet, will be emailed to those that are approved to compete.  If you have questions, please contact Joel Strout at Joel.Strout@hoffman.army.mil.  You can also visit our website at https://www.perscomonline.army.mil/opfamacs/Fellows03.htm for information and links to the DA Form 4187 and ADSO statement.
CONGRESSIONAL FELLOWSHIP ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
Officer must:
-  Have the rank of major or lieutenant colonel with not more than 17 Active Federal Commissioned Service (AFCS) years on 1 January 2005.

-  Be a CSC graduate (resident/nonresident).

-  Be competing solely for the Army Congressional Fellowship Program and not be competing for any other Army sponsored program, fellowship, or scholarship.

-  Be able to complete the full fellowship tenure and must be available for a two-year utilization assignment immediately following this fellowship.

-  Be branch qualified at current rank.

-  Not be pending any adverse actions.

-  Not owe an Army Educational Requirements System (AERS) utilization obligation.  If nominee owes an AERS utilization assignment, will complete obligation prior to start of fellowship.
-  Receive approval to compete from own career branch and functional area branch.

-  Meet height/weight requirements, IAW AR 600-9 (The Army Weight Control Program).

PROGRAM MILESTONES
a.  17 September 2004 - Suspense date for all nominations to Development Branch, ATTN: AHRC-OPF-L.

b.   8 October 2004 - Last day for completed selection board packets from nominees to Development Branch, ATTN: AHRC-OPF-L.

c.  19 October 2004 - Army Congressional Fellowship Selection Board convenes to select fellows.

d.  August 2005 until December 2005 - Fellows participate in a HQDA orientation, including attendance at the Force Integration course.

e.  January 2006 until October/November 2006 - Fellows assigned to Congressperson’s office.

f.  December 2006 - Fellows begin their two-year utilization assignment.
